o Example: Critically analyse the effectiveness of social media in promoting democracy.
o You would not only break down the topic into different aspects (like increased political
participation, spread of misinformation, and echo chambers) but also evaluate the extent
to which social media actually promotes democracy. You might discuss the platform's

algorithms, the role of fact-checking, and the digital divide.
